











FEDERAL FORMULA GRANTS

Purpose: Federal formula grant funds are allocated for programs that are part
of a comprehensive and coordinated community system of services for the
prevention and treatment of juvenile delinquency.

Application Requirements:

> Grants are awarded for 12-month periods up to three (3) years.
» Grant period begins October 1 through September 30.

» Grantees must submit an application each year.

» Public/private non-profit organizations can apply.

» Second year funding will be 75% of first year’s budget.

» Third year funding will be 50% of first year’s budget.

» Demonstrate collaborative efforts with other agencies.

» Standard Program Categories for the use of federal formula grant
funds include:

¢ Delinquency Prevention
¢ Alternatives to Detention

» Must include Performance Measures (Outputs/Outcomes).

» Project must be evidence-based/model program.

ENFORCING UNDERAGE DRINKING LAWS
(EUDL) GRANT PROGRAM

The Enforcing Underage Drinking Laws (EUDL) program is a block
grant that encourages states to address the problem of alcohol
consumption by minors. The Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency
Prevention (OJJDP) suggest that states form collaborations with public
and private agencies to implement projects that will prevent underage
drinking.

Grant Period: July 1 to June 30.

Purpose of grant: Enforcing the Underage Drinking Laws program
purpose is to reduce the availability and consumption of alcoholic
beverages by minors.

Activities Funded:

1. Statewide task forces of state and local law enforcement and
prosecutorial agencies that target establishments suspected of a pattern
of violations of state laws governing the sale and consumption of
alcohol by minors.

Innovative programs to prevent and combat underage drinking.

Public advertising campaigns that can demonstrate data reducing
underage drinking.
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Applicants must have at least two years experience implementing an
alcohol/drug program before applying for EUDL funds.



JUVENILE ACCOUNTABILITY BLOCK GRANT

JUVENILE ACCOUNTABILITY BLOCK GRANT
(STATE-ALLOCATED)

The Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) suggests that states
form collaborations with public and private agencies to implement projects. There are two
Purpose Areas that will be accepted:

Purpose Area #11 - Accountability. Establishing and maintaining accountability-based
programs designed to reduce recidivism among juveniles who are referred by law
enforcement personnel or agencies; and,

Purnose Area #12 - Risk and Needs Assessment. Establishing and maintaining programs
to conduct risk and needs assessments of juvenile offenders that facilitate effective early
intervention and the provision of comprehensive services, including mental health
screening and treatment and substance abuse testing and treatment to such offenders.

Entities eligible to apply for initial JABG State-Allocated grant funds shall include public
and private nonprofit agencies. Agencies that receive JABG funding must provide
services for at least two or more counties that do not receive JABG Pass-Through funds.
JABG Pass-Through counties are: Shelby, Davidson, Hamilton, and Knox.

Grant Period: October 1, 2009 — September 30, 2010

Purpose of Grant: The JABG State-Allocated program is a block grant that will focus
on accountability and enhancing services for youth in the juvenile justice system.

Activities Funded:

1. Programs that will focus on intensive probation, aftercare, and
short-term residential and day-treatment services for serious
juvenile offenders.

2. Programs that will provide Medical Assessment, Anger
Management Classes, Psychological Assessment, Case
Management Services, Substance Abuse Assessment, Educational
Assessment, and Vocational Assessment.
